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e) Add the records to a Marked List.

f) Export to InCites as a custom dataset.

More records can be added to a saved Marked List, so analysis can continue as publications
are added to the research group’s output.
OR

g) The research group provides a list of unique document identifiers for their publications, e.g.

from EndNote or Aurora.
Identifiers such as Web of Science Accession number, PubMed ID and DOI can be used.
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2. Analyse the publication list in InCites.

a) You will receive an email when the set is saved in InCites.

Note that some citations may be missing in the InCites list. InCites is updated monthly and has
a two-month lag behind Web of Science. This means it may not include the latest Web of
Science data. Also, some of the citations might not be included in the Web of Science Core
Collection database.

b) Click on the link in the email which will take you to the login screen in InCites. Once you login
you will see the dataset listed in Folders, under the Organize drop-down menu.
