All UA-GRDC co-owned research investments generating RD&E data are required to complete a data management
plan (DMP) describing how that data will be managed, both within the investment and into the future. Under the
GRDC Research Contract, it is the responsibility of the GDRC Partner to complete the DMP. The DMP Template can
be found online, along with GRDC RD&E Data Capture and Storage Guidelines for Research Partners.

Decisions regarding whether or not datasets generated by the project are to be made openly available, and any
subsequent access conditions that might be placed on those datasets, should be discussed between the project
stakeholders and GRDC Manager prior to any data collection taking place. Requiring that the metadata is openly
available does not mean that the datasets themselves must be shared openly.

Where datasets are available to be shared openly, the data files will need to be uploaded to Figshare and
attached directly to their metadata record. These files will be available to view and download via the Figshare
